e Model School Program — Five responses were received on October 31, 2019 and evaluated by the
selection committee. Site visits occurred at two of the schools prior to school closures. The selection
committee reconvened in January 2021 to complete the evaluation of the two applicants resulting in the
approval of two new model schools at the February 11, 2021 Board of Directors meeting.

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CONSTRUCTION

When a district with a Design-Bid-Build Construction project issues a Notice to Proceed, or when a Construction

Manager At-Risk project has received bids for the concrete foundation package, the project is advanced to the
Construction Phase. Currently, there are 66 projects in the Construction Phase with a total estimated
construction cost of $3.95 billion. Of those 66 projects, 28 are ARP Projects and 38 are Core Program Projects;
however, this does not include the 42 projects that have reached substantial completion and are currently in the
Building Complete Phase.

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CLOSEOUT

After the district’s contractor finishes all project work including, demolishing the old building, completing site

work, and finalizing commissioning, the project proceeds to the Closeout Phase. Once all the project costs have

been paid by the District, the District submits its Final Request for Payment Reimbursement via the MSBA’s Pro-

Pay system. After the District submits all the items identified on the MSBA’s Index of Final Closeout, including
the Final Request for Payment Reimbursement, the MSBA initiates the Draft Audit Report and sends it to the
District for its consideration. The MSBA performs the final audit to determine final total grant amounts. Final
payment to the District requires the MSBA Board’s approval of the final Total Facilities Grant for the project.

Currently, there are 87 projects in the Closeout Phase including 66 ARP Projects and 21 Core Program Projects.

The photos above depict the before and after of the roof replacement at Topsfield’s Proctor Elementary School, serving 252 students.
The project replaced the roof, thus extending the useful life of the 89-year-old building. The project reached Substantial Completion in
December 2018 and is scheduled to receive Final Audit Approval at the June 23, 2021 Board of Directors meeting.

Currently, there are 176 ARP projects in the MSBA’s Eligibility Period and Capital Pipeline. The 176 projects
include 24 projects approved for Final Audit in FY 2021. Prior to FY 2021, 172 projects received Final Audit
approval.

Construction
Status

Sitework includes site clearing around existing school, installation of perimeter fencing, and mobilization for abatement and
demolition. Exterior construction activities include building envelope work focusing on exterior window washing and cleaning.
Interior activities include punch list work. MSBA is anticipating receipt of the Substantial Completion certificate.

Sitework includes final landscaping. Exterior and interior building activities include punch list work.
Building exterior activities include cast in place concrete foundations, walls, and pads as well as structural steel erection.

Sitework activities include site plantings and retaining wall installation. Building exterior activities include roof screen and shingle
installation. Startup of roof top units is in progress. Building interior activities include completing finishes.

Sitework activities include grading, sidewalks, and curbing. Building exterior activities include brick masonry, window installation,
and roof screen installation. Building interior activities include drywall installation, painting, and fixtures installation.

Sitework includes final landscaping. Exterior and interior building activities include punch list work.
Construction of playing fields is ongoing.

Sitework activities include grading, fence work, sidewalk preparations, and granite curbing work as well as landscaping at
residential homes abutting the site. Building exterior activities include sheathing, air vapor barrier work, roof screen installation,
window installation, CMU, and exterior brick work. Building interior activities include painting, tile work, ceiling tile, millwork, and
finish work in the classrooms. Toilet partition and locker installation is now underway. Kitchen equipment installation is ongoing.

Sitework activities include placing generator pad slab and generator's foundation walls. Building exterior activities include
waterproofing, air vapor barrier, and exterior sheathing at Building A and B as well as the start of window installations. Building
interior activities include slab on deck pours, metal stud wall installation, electrical rough-ins, plumbing rough-ins at bathrooms, and
spray fire protection.

Sitework activities include installation of fence posts and panels along west entrance and commencement of work on the soccer
field subgrade. Building interior activities include insulation, drywall, taping, painting, acoustical ceiling grid, millwork, casework,
resilient flooring, lockers, and ceramic tile. Installation of piping and sprinkler head drops is ongoing. Installation of classroom
speakers and display monitors is ongoing.

Sitework activities include landscaping. Building exterior activities include installation of PV panels. Building interior activities
include completion of the punch list.

Sitework activities include the installation of the turf field. Building exterior activities at the main building include installation of the
envelope system and MEP rough ins. Building interior activities at the Field House include installing finishes.
